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The representatives of Ombudsman’s National Preventive Mechanism (NPM)
visited TDPs 

According to the instructions of the Commissioner for Human Rights, the members of the Ombudsman’s National Preventive Mechanism Group which was created in correspondence with the UN Optional Protocol to the Convention against Torture and other cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment, on 6 August 2011, visited the police temporary detention places (TDPs) located in Goychay, Agsu, Shamakhi, and Qobustan districts. The aim of the visit was to check whether the treatment, imprisonment conditions of the detained persons met with the international standards, to examine legality of the detaining documentation. 
 Six accused persons detained in Goychay District Police Station had no complaints about their treatment during private conversations with NPM group members. At the same time, the accused Vidadi Iskenderov expressed his discontentment with the maintenance at the temporary detention place.

During NPM Group’s inspection to the Goychay District Police Station TPD, it was not there  medical aid room; rooms for worship, etc. Moreover, the number of the chairs didn’t match with the number of the beds in the cells. Because of lack of ventilation the rooms were very hot.

Officials of the temporary detention establishment were given recommendations to eradicate the shortcomings discovered during the inspection. 

In private conversations in Goychay and Agsu TDPs, the accused persons stated that while their transferring from the investigation establishments of the Penitentiary Service to the Regional Police Departments (RPDs) temporary detention places sometimes railway wagons were overcrowded.
During visits to TPDs of Shamakhi and Goychay RPDs, the situation was evaluated to be positive.
Ombudsman has addressed the Minister of Internal Affairs with regards to the outcome of the conducted visit.                                                                                                                                  
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
