E. Suleymanova attended 7th International Conference of Information Commissioners
The Commissioner for Human Rights of the Republic of Azerbaijan attended 2nd Annual Privacy and Access Law Symposium and 7th International Conference of Information Commissioners co-organized by the Office of the Information Commissioner and Canadian Bar Association on October 3-5, 2011 in Ottawa, Canada. Sessions on Recent Development in Privacy: A Comparative View, the Internet, the Future of the Electronic Health Record: Privacy and Security Concerns, Security and Privacy: A Comparative Review of Development etc were organized during in the framework of the conference. 
Elmira Suleymanova noted draft Constitutional Law on Ombudsman with regard to amendments and additions to the Constitutional Law on Ombudsman with regard to fulfilling the supervision (control) over implementation of requirements envisaged in the Law on Access to Information was adopted in two hearing of the Milli Majlis and entered into force after the Presidential Decree in this regard. 
It was noted according to the above-mentioned Law, the Commissioner supervises over implementation of duties of the information owners- state bodies, municipalities and state officials in accordance with the requirements of the Law of the Republic of Azerbaijan “On access to information”.
It was noted consultations with the representatives of mass-media and the representatives of state bodies that are the information owners were held and another meeting with the representatives of NGOs is planned to be held.
In the framework of the trip the Commissioner also met with the members of Azerbaijan Diaspora in Canada. 
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
